2) Thanks for purchasing our Retirement Pro software.  The software is not just an easy-to-use retirement planning tool, but is also a valuable marketing tool for your business.  Here are some quick tips to get you started.

3) Using Windows Explorer, run the setup.exe file to install the software on your computer. Or, use  Start->Run to run the command A:\SETUP  Follow the prompts to install the software.

4) Once the software is installed, you can run the software from Start->Programs   -> Retirement Planner or you can find it on your hard drive typically at C:\PLAN2000\PLANNER.EXE and double-click it to run.

5) If you do not at this point have a fully working version, you need to call Torrid Technologies to receive a password to unlock your software!  You will see "unregistered" on the title bar, and the Current Age and Return fields will not be editable.  If this is the case call Tim Turner at 770-579-6224 and get a password over the phone in 2 minutes.

6) As a retirement savings software tool, play around with the inputs and view the easy-to-read Principal Graph or Income Graph to analyze your projections.  The Spread Sheet can be used to view the numbers in detail.  You’ll find its great for illustrating retirement savings principles to clients.

· Once you are ready to customize your software, select the menu Custom -> Customize Splash Screen in order to enter your contact information for your customized splash screen.  You can preview your splash screen and then select Done when you are finished entering data.

· Click on the "Asset List" and enter specific fund names you offer if you want to distribute those names to employees at a company for example (i.e. the employees won't have to enter the funds for their plan they will show up on the asset list if you enter them at this time prior to distributing the software).

· Now you can make copies to give away to clients or potential clients.  Select the menu Custom -> Make Setup Disk to bring up the Make Setup Disk screen.  Select your floppy drive.  Select whether to use the Custom Splash Screen you just created.  Insert a blank pre-formatted floppy into the drive you select, then click on the MAKE SETUP DISK(S) button.  The software will copy over all the files you need in order to make a disk for you.

· You should probably make some floppy labels to go on your disks.  You can use your company name and other contact information, but please be sure to display our copyright notice (updated to the current calendar year). Copyright 1995-1999, Torrid Technologies, Inc. All Rights Reserved.  You can also download a sample Microsoft Word file for Avery floppy labels from our web site at http://www.torrid-tech.com/pro2 under the navigation heading Documents.

· IMPORTANT NOTES:

· To set the input text fields to default values that you find acceptable, go ahead and set them on your master copy and then Exit the program.  This will save your default settings to the Plan.dat file.  Do this prior to making or distributing your diskettes.

· If you are upgrading from a prior version, you can manually copy the Cust.ini file to the directory containing your new version and eliminate having to re-customize the splash screen (since this file contains your splash screen customization information).  You can manually copy the Asset.ini file over if you want to re-use the same asset list items from your prior version (since this file stores the asset list information).  You can manually copy over the Plan.dat file if you want the default settings for all of the other data input items (since this file stores the default text values…. the last ones entered on the main screen).

· Since these customized copies are being sold for such a low price (the retail is $25 per copy), the disks are one time installation disks.  The person you give them to can install the software and it will be freely useable on that one computer.  If you try to test the disk before giving it away you will use up the one-time installation of it, so be aware of that if you test a sample disk.
· If you need more disk licenses to make copies after you have used up your initial 50, call us and we can provide you with additional licenses over the phone.  The cost at the time of this printing was $1 per copy with a 250 copy minimum order.
